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b. Business Growth
During the Financial Year (FY) ended March 31, 2024, the 
total Asset Under Management (AUM) of your Compa-
ny increased by 20.00%. The AUM of the Company as on 
March 31, 2024 stood at Rs. 29086.05 lakhs whereas for the 
same for the FY 2022-23 was Rs. 24228.25 lakhs.

23. MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND 
ANALYSIS
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ECONOMIC OVERVIEW
The global economy in FY2023-24 remained remarkably 
resilient, with steady growth and a declining inflation. 
As per the World Economic Outlook Report April 2024 
of the International Monetary Fund (IMF), global econo-
my will continue to grow at 3.2% during 2024 and 2025, at 
the same pace as that in 2023. However, the pace of prog-
ress is expected to be low by historical standards and the 
speed of convergence toward higher living-standards for 
middle- and lower-income countries has slowed, imply-
ing persistent global disparities and geo-political tensions. 
Reason being, outcomes diverged across countries - strong 
growth in some advanced nations will be offset by a mod-
erate slowdown in many emerging and developing market 
economies. Even though the world economy avoided reces-
sion, tight financial conditions, extreme weather events and 
other factors like Russia-Ukraine war and evolving conflict 
in the Middle East pose increasing risks to global trade and 
industrial production.

Apart from external factors, domestic conditions have also 
impacted growth in each country. Global GDP growth was 
0.6% higher than initially expected, with the United States 
(“US”) being the primary contributor to the positive sur-
prise. On the other hand, Eurozone and Canada performed 
poorly. As per IMF’s latest World Economic Outlook, 
growth in Advanced Economies (AEs) slowed to 1.6% in 
2023 from 2.6% in 2022. Growth in Emerging and Devel-
oping Economies (EMDEs) held up better, China, account-
ed for the best among them. With disinflation and steady 
growth, the likelihood of a recession is more or less ruled 
out. But with easing of prices and steady growth levels, ex-
pectations of future policy rate reductions are very much in 
the horizon. However, the pace and direction of rate action 
would be varied across economies depending on the price-
growth dynamics of the individual country. Growth fore-
cast for 2024 for most economies remains below the histori-
cal average as multi-year high interest rates are expected to 
slightly dampen growth prospects.

Major central banks raised policy interest rates to restric-
tive levels in 2023. However, the policy decisions have 
been quite varied across various developing and devel-
oped economies. Global inflation is converging towards 
target levels, as a result of central banks raising policy rates 
around the world in 2023, with a rate cut possibility likely 
in 2024. Divergence in global growth has become more ap-
parent at the start of 2024. Financial conditions still remain 
tight as major central banks are yet to embark on their rate 
cut cycles. However, as growth slows and inflation moder-

ates, there remains heightened expectation of easing mon-
etary policy in the coming months. Inflation is expected 
to moderate further in 2024, mainly due to progress made 
in AE’s. While inflation for EMDEs is expected to remain 
unchanged at 8.3%. As per International Monetary Fund 
(IMF) projections, global inflation is expected to fall from 
its 2022 peak to 5.8 % in 2024 and 4.4 % in 2025. 

INDIAN ECONOMY
The Indian economy remained one of the fastest growing 
economies of the world and continued to exhibit strong 
macroeconomic fundamentals. Strong domestic demand, 
rural demand pickup, robust investment, sustained man-
ufacturing momentum, sound banking sector, deleveraged 
corporate sector and improved consumer and investor 
confidence contributed to India’s resilience. The economy 
clocked a robust growth of 8.2% in FY24 compared with 
a growth of 7% in FY23. Thus, India emerged as the new 
growth engine of the global economy contributing approx-
imately 16% to the overall growth dynamics and became 
fastest growing major economy of the world in 2023-24 
with broad based growth across sectors.

The positive sentiments were echoed by the stock markets 
as well with NIFTY, NIFTY Bank and NIFTY Realty touch-
ing all-time highs at various times throughout the year. The 
Indian Rupee remained one of the best performing curren-
cies in the region due to financial stability and improve-
ments in India’s external position. Inclusion of Indian Govt 
bonds in international indexes and the ensuing inflow of 
foreign funds may extend the Rupee’s strong performance 
into the next Financial Year as well. Inflation was managed 
better than most of the developed peers. Considering the 
growth-inflation dynamics, the Monetary Policy Committee 
(MPC) kept the policy repo rate unchanged at 6.50 per cent 
during 2023-24 and continued with a stance of withdraw-
al of accommodation to ensure that inflation progressively 
aligns with the target, while supporting growth. Addition-
ally, the Marginal Standing Facility (MSF) rate remains un-
changed at 6.75%, while the Standing Deposit Facility (SDF) 
rate stands at 6.25%. These decisions underscore the MPC’s 
commitment to maintaining price stability while keeping in 
mind the imperatives of the growing economy. 

Amidst the evolving global landscape, India’s economic 
resilience serves as a testament to its prudent policies, an 
enabling ecosystem, a favourable demography, and more 
than anything else a reflection of the indomitable entrepre-
neurial spirit of its people. The latest projections from the 
International Monetary Fund (IMF) paint a promising pic-
ture for India’s economic trajectory in the fiscal years 2024-

25 and 2025-26. India’s real GDP is projected to grow at 7 
per cent in 2024-25. A significant factor contributing to In-
dia’s economic resilience is the commendable reduction in 
the current account deficit, as highlighted in the Economic 
Survey 2024

OUTLOOK FOR THE INDUSTRY 
The Non-Banking Financial Companies (NBFC’s) sector 
in India has undergone remarkable growth, establishing 
itself as a significant player within the country’s financial 
landscape. Over the past decade, NBFC’s have significantly 
increased their share in the credit portfolio, growing from 
one-sixth of the total bank credit in 2013 to more than one-
fourth now. This steady growth reflects the sector’s abili-
ty to reach underserved sectors, particularly small busi-
nesses, and households, offering customer-friendly credit 
solutions. Also, this sector has witnessed notable transfor-
mations ever since its emergence, with segments such as 
housing finance, microfinance and consumer finance con-
tributing to its expansion. 

The largest 20 NBFC’s hold strong market positions and 
have long histories of providing specialized loans, such as 
gold loans, housing finance and commercial vehicle loans. 
NBFC’s have demonstrated strong financial health, simi-
lar to the banking sector. Recently, NBFC’s have explored 
new avenues to access funding, diversifying their sources 
beyond traditional channels. Co-lending partnerships with 
banks, facilitated by the RBI’s regulatory framework, have 
emerged as a significant source of funds for NBFC’s. These 
collaborations enable NBFC’s to leverage the low-cost 
funds available with banks to deliver credit to the under-
served segments. Despite the increase in the share of public 
deposits in the total borrowings of NBFC’s-D (deposit-tak-
ing NBFC’s) due to competitive interest rates and robust 
credit ratings, the number of NBFC’s permitted to accept 
deposits has been declining, which might affect their fund-
ing stability in the long run.

NBFC’s in the middle and upper layers are required to make 
internal capital assessments similar to the Internal Capital 
Adequacy Assessment Process (ICAAP) for commercial 
banks. This involves factoring in various risks, including 
credit risk, market risk, operational risk, and other residual 
risks. The implementation of Scale Based Regulation (SBR) 
has introduced a layer-wise regulatory structure based on 
the size, activity, and perceived riskiness of NBFC’s, ensur-
ing a more tailored and effective oversight mechanism. 

“We expect India’s economy to expand 6.6 per cent in the 
year ended March 2025 (FY25) and 6.2 per cent the follow-

ing year, and this will lead to robust loan growth at NBFC’s, 
mitigating the impact of rising funding costs on their prof-
itability,” Moody’s Ratings said. In their pursuit of high 
growth, NBFC’s may oversimplify underwriting processes, 
which can compromise the quality of their loan portfolios. 
It is crucial for NBFC’s to balance ease of lending with strin-
gent underwriting standards. 

Similarly, the increasing reliance on digital mediums and 
partnerships with Fin Techs has heightened technology-re-
lated risks, including cyber security threats and operation-
al disruptions. To manage these risks effectively, NBFC’s 
need to implement robust risk mitigation measures that go 
beyond regulatory minimum requirements. Addressing 
these concerns is essential for the sustainable growth and 
stability of the NBFC sector in India. To thrive in the evolv-
ing financial landscape, NBFC’s must address the credit 
needs of undeserved segments, leverage new sources of 
funds, and embrace technological advancements. By inte-
grating these strategies, NBFC’s can play a pivotal role in 
driving universal and sustainable economic growth, ensur-
ing that the benefits of financial inclusion and technological 
innovation are widely shared across the nation. 

OPPORTUNITIES AND THREATS AND 
FUTURE OUTLOOK 
Non-banking Financial Companies (NBFC) sector in India 
has shown resilience in terms of sound capital position, 
improved asset quality, adequate provisioning and higher 
profitability. Furthermore, the sector has leveraged digiti-
sation to offer alternative financing options, especially to 
the MSME’s, which face challenges in obtaining loans from 
traditional banks. Digitisation has been a game-changer 
for the Non-Banking Financial Company (NBFC) sector, 
enabling faster and more efficient processes, as well as a 
superior customer experience. NBFC’s are increasingly fo-
cusing on digitisation as a key differentiator, with a particu-
lar emphasis on the use of super apps to source and partner 
with customers. This trend is set to continue, as the demand 
for digital services continues to grow. The role of technol-
ogy, data and analytics across the value chain is also set to 
increase, with a particular emphasis on credit and under-
writing, collections, fraud management and cyber and data 
security/privacy. The use of scorecards powered by tradi-
tional and new age data sources is becoming increasingly 
popular, as NBFC’s seek to improve their credit assessment 
capabilities. Digital collections and the role of data and an-
alytics are also set to increase, as NBFC.s seek to improve 
their collections efficiency.

Another area of focus for NBFC’s is the lending model, 
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with a particular emphasis on First Loss Default Guarantee 
(FLDG) and co-lending models. The guidelines for FLDG 
have been a major catalyst for growth in this segment, 
while co lending requires further initiatives to scale up this 
model. Green and sustainable financing is also emerging as 
a sunrise sector, with NBFC’s playing a key role in financ-
ing projects that promote environmental sustainability. 

Nonetheless, the NBFC sector faces significant challenges, 
especially from the banking industry. Banks targeting the 
same customer base as NBFC’s will require scale, resulting 
in intensified competition in the sector. NBFC’s will have 
to explore securitisation, co-origination and co lending to 
sustain their competitiveness in this scenario. 

The rapid adoption of automation, digital mechanisms, 
outsourcing vendors and emerging technologies such as 
AI/ML has raised concerns about operational resilience, 
cyber security and privacy. NBFC’s need to create robust 
mechanisms to address these concerns.

NBFC’s have been playing a crucial role in the Indian finan-
cial ecosystem by providing credit to individuals and small 
and medium-sized businesses. The increasing demand 
for credit in the Indian market and the adoption of digital 
technologies provide significant opportunities for NBFC’s 
to grow and expand their offerings. Overall, the future of 
NBFC’s looks promising, and they are expected to play a 
significant role in the financial sector’s growth and devel-
opment in the coming years.

HUMAN RESOURCES 
“Human Resources in NBFC’s play a vital role as the cus-
todians of talent, culture, and compliance. They bridge the 
gap between the organization’s strategic goals and its peo-
ple, ensuring a harmonious balance that drives success in 
the financial sector.” Non-Banking Finance Companies are 
essential to the Indian Financial System because of the sig-
nificant roles they play in nation building and financial in-
clusion. They complement the role of the banking sector in 
reaching out and extending credit facilities to the unbanked 
sections of society. Respectively, they always consider their 
employees as the backbone of their Companies and are 
aimed at providing employee satisfaction. However, devel-
oping an understanding of employees is a tough task for 
the Human Resource Department subjecting most of the 
NBFC’s to higher attrition rates problems. 

The tremendous growth of Indian Non-Banking Financial 
Industry has changed its face with a decreasing emphasis 
on human interventions. These days, improved technolo-
gies are being followed by the NBFC.s for upgrading their 

work methods, work norms, technical and managerial skills 
which helps employees to face the fast-emerging challenges, 
both in the manufacturing and service sectors. In order to 
provide their customers more flexible and convenient ser-
vices as well as to reduce servicing costs, NBFCs have been 
investing huge amounts to computerize their branches and 
at the same time, are putting greater emphasis on the man-
agement of their human resources and training and devel-
opment to achieve job satisfaction. The need for sound and 
effective human resources management policies and prac-
tices as well as personal development is being felt strongly 
at every level. Human resource practices are evolving along 
with business expansion, with bigger NBFCs having bet-
ter practices while the others are trying to catch up. Most 
of the NBFCs are facing higher attrition rates at field-level 
while the larger NBFC’s are also facing attrition rates even 
at supervisory and high officials’ levels. Some of the major 
reasons are transfer and posting policy, lack of career pro-
gression. Finally, the absence of the best human resource 
practices and job security are the biggest human resources 
challenges of the NBFC’s in the modern era. 

Human Resource department is responsible for identifying 
and recruiting individuals with the right set of values and 
skills, ensuring that the workforce is aligned with the orga-
nization’s goals and ethical standards. By fostering a cul-
ture of trust, accountability, and professionalism, Human 
Resource Department plays a key role in building a strong 
and reliable workforce that can thrive in the competitive 
non-banking landscape. The financial markets make it dif-
ficult for finance companies to keep their employees up-to-
date. Now is the time for HR to invest in data visualization 
and cyber security training. They need to create more up-
ward mobility to reduce recruiting and on boarding costs. 
The people handling the day-to-day affairs must keep the 
customers in mind as well. HR ensures candidates selected 
for positions in the NBFC’s receive adequate training be-
fore they begin working, to ensure they are familiar with 
the nuances of core system and customer relationship. They 
must collaborate to identify skill gaps and design effective 
recruitment strategies. They have to source, screen, and as-
sess candidates, ensuring necessary expertise and cultural 
fit. 

In a highly regulated industry, HR also needs to ensure 
compliance with legal requirements and background 
checks to maintain the integrity and credibility of the insti-
tution. Talent retention is also a concern of HR. They have 
to make arrangements to stop the resignations by assessing 
and analysing the reasons behind the decisions.

 As the success of any organization largely depends on the 
quality of its human resources and the degree to which they 
are satisfied, there is the need for the effective management 
of human resources regardless of the size and or the nature 
of the organization.

24. RISK MANAGEMENT
The Company’s principal financial liabilities comprise 
deposits, debt securities, borrowings and trade and other 
payable. The main purpose of these financial liabilities is to 
finance and support the company’s operations. The Com-
pany’s principal financial assets include loans, investments, 
cash and cash equivalents, fixed deposits with banks and 
other receivables that are derived directly from its opera-
tions. As an NBFC, Company is exposed to various risks 
that are related to lending business and operating environ-
ment. The principal objective in Company ‘s risk manage-
ment processes is to measure and monitor the various risks 
that Company is subject to and to follow policies and pro-
cedures to address such risks. The Company’s Risk Man-
agement Committee of the Board of directors constituted in 
accordance with the Reserve Bank of India regulations has 
overall responsibility for overseeing the implementation of 
the Risk Management Policy. The committee meets at least 
twice in a year to review the Risk Management practices. 
Risk Management department periodically places its report 
to the committee for review. The committee’s suggestions 
for improving the Risk Management Practices are imple-
mented by the Credit department. 

Credit department shall be responsible for the following: 

a) Identifying the various risks associated with the activities 
of the Company and assessing their impact on the business. 

b) Measuring the risks and suggesting measures to effec-
tively mitigate the risks. However, the primary responsi-
bility for managing the various risks on a day to day basis 
will be with the heads of the respective business units of 
the Company. The Company is generally exposed to credit 
risk, liquidity risk, market risk and operational risk. 

1. CREDIT RISK 
Credit Risk arises from the risk of loss that may occur from 
the default of the company’s customers under loan agree-
ments. A risk of loss due to the failure of a borrower or 
counter party to meet the contractual obligation of repaying 
his debt as per the agreed terms is commonly known as a 
risk of default. Customer defaults and inadequate collateral 
may lead to loan losses.

Company’s Risk Management is mainly described in 3 ma-

jor pillars i.e.

1. Defining the Risk Appetite. 

2. Guidelines for Risk Acquisition

3. Measuring & Monitoring of Risk 

Pillar 1: Defining Risk Appetite.
The Risk appetite is the risk-taking ability of the company 
and range in which the company wants to operate to get 
the return on its investment. Company’s major focus is in 
retail segment and more spread out customer base, which 
diversifies the risk of concentration of customer segment, 
customer profile, asset base etc. This is mainly classified in 
the below terms i.e. 

i. Setting up Exposure Limits

ii. Defining Customer Risk Profile Standards

iii. Setting up of Loan Sanctioning Powers

iv. Risk based pricing 

Pillar 2: Policy Guidelines for Risk Acqui-
sition 
In line with set-up risk acquisition standards, Company has 
put in place the Credit Policy prescribing appraisal meth-
odology based on the type of customer, business, income 
assessment module/s, geographical specific products etc. 
but within overall limit of set-up standards. The credit 
policies are reviewed on periodical basis after analyzing 
the portfolio, NPA, Collection feedback etc and sufficient 
corrections/ updates are being made in the policy to cover 
the External and Inherent risk. To ward of any risk on this 
count, deviations are to be allowed only by the delegated 
authority.

Pillar 3: Monitoring of Risk Acquisition 
a) Portfolio Analytics: 

A Risk committee (Portfolio Review Committee) is been 
formed, comprising of Department HODs of Collection, 
Sales New & Used and Credit, who meets on a periodical 
basis, ideally on a quarterly basis to review the collection 
portfolio. They also take note of collection strength and 
corrective measures required if any, time to time and rec-
ommend for the policy changes to be done putting the port-
folio under control in accordance with CEO. The Portfolio 
Committee also analyses on various parameters like Port-
folio composition (various product base of New & Used, 
customer categories, and profiles as per credit policy, prod-
uct-wise efficacy etc.) to assess the inherent risks vis-a-vis 
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rewards and place their reports to the Chief Executive Offi-
cer. For the purpose of assimilation of information, excep-
tion reports, customer feed-backs and inputs from Collec-
tion & Recovery would be incorporated. Portfolio Analysis 
would be a continuous exercise for assessing embedded 
risks in the portfolio. 

b) Default Analytics:

Risk committee would on a continuous basis do the risk 
analysis of Early Delinquency Cases and Non-Starter Cas-
es, also RCU Negative cases and Alert cases in audits on 
random sample basis on credit and operations dimensions 
and would present the report to CEO. There would be feed-
back taken from the collection team and RCA (Route Cause 
Analysis) report of the Credit team members which would 
decide the future plan of action on the said deal how to 
get solution of the particular kind of cases and necessary 
changes of policy recommendations if any. Risk Commit-
tee would also assess the Probability of Default (PD) for the 
portfolio, products and on demographic and geographical 
dimensions so that learning can be used, for taking prudent 
decisions on products and policies by the management. 

As an Asset Based Finance Company, collateral manage-
ment is of utmost importance and as funding is on a depre-
ciating asset, LTV parameters are the key to have positive 
asset value to Loan Ratio. Therefore, assessment of Loss/
Probable losses are also been taken into consideration while 
deciding the policy changes in LTV for particular asset and 
revisions if any time to time.

Collateral and other credit enhancements: 

The amount and type of collateral required depends on an 
assessment of the credit risk of the counter-party. Guide 
lines are in place covering the acceptability and valuation 
of each type of collateral. 

2. LIQUIDITY RISK: 
Liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to raise necessary 
funds from the market at optimal cost to meet operational 
and debt servicing requirements. The purpose of liquidi-
ty management is to ensure sufficient cash flow to meet all 
financial commitments and to capitalise on opportunities 
for business expansion. Board of Directors will have over-
all responsibility of monitoring, supervision and control of 
the ALM mechanism. Board will have a sub-committee of 
Directors (ALM Committee) to review the ALM position of 
the company on at least half yearly intervals. An Asset Lia-
bility Management Committee (ALCO) consisting of senior 
executive of the company including the CEO shall be re-

sponsible for the day to day as well as periodic monitoring 
and control of Asset Liability management. 

3. MARKET RISK:
 Market Risk is the risk that the fair value or the future 
cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because 
of changes in market factor. Such changes in the values of 
financial instruments may result from changes in the inter-
est rates, credit, liquidity, and other market changes. The 
objective of market risk management is to avoid excessive 
exposure of our earnings and equity to loss and reduce our 
exposure to the volatility inherent in financial instruments. 

4. INTEREST RATE RISK: 
Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value of future 
cashflows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because 
of changes in market interest rates. The company is subject 
to interest rate risk, primarily since it lends to customers at 
fixed rates and for maturity periods shorter than the fund-
ing sources. Majority of our borrowings are at fixed rates. 
However, borrowings at floating rates gives rise to interest 
rate risk. Interest rates are highly sensitive to many factors 
beyond control, including the monetary policies of the Re-
serve Bank of India, deregulation of the financial sector in 
India, domestic and international economic and political 
conditions, inflation and other factors. 

In order to manage interest rate risk, the company seeks to 
optimize borrowing profile between short-term and long-
term loans. The company adopts funding strategies to en-
sure diversified resource-raising options to minimize cost 
and maximize stability of funds. Assets and liabilities are 
categorized into various time buckets based on their matur-
ities and Asset Liability Management Committee supervise 
an interest rate sensitivity report periodically for assess-
ment of interest rate risks. The Interest Rate Risk is miti-
gated by availing funds at very competitive rates through 
diversified borrowings and for different tenors. 

5. RISK BASED PRICING:
 Company has set its benchmark lending rate band and all 
the loan products as per their perceived risk profiling are 
priced accordingly. The Rate offered for each category of 
customer is based on the asset they are taking, categori-
zation as per the credit policy etc. Approved ROI and PF 
Matrix (Rate Card) also provides for concessions in the rate 
of interest to be charged to the customer in wake of compe-
tition and market compulsions and hence has put in place 
rate approval matrix. It is prudent on the part of approval 
authorities to allow concessions in rate of interests on selec-
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tive basis and strictly on merits. In case there is any policy 
deviation, for which a deviation matrix is prescribed in the 
Rate approval Matrix, the above-stated card rates are addi-
tionally loaded as risk adjusted loading. 

Therefore, by virtue of its Company ensures uniform rates 
for all the loans with similar risk profile. 

6. PREPAYMENT RISK: 
Prepayment risk is the risk that the Company will incur 
a financial loss because its customers and counter parties 
repay or request repayment earlier or later than expected, 
such as fixed rate loans like ours when interest rates fall.

7. OPERATIONAL AND BUSINESS RISK: 
Operational risk is the risk of loss arising from systems fail-
ure, human error, fraud or external events. When controls 
fail to operate effectively, operational risks can cause dam-
age to reputation, have legal or regulatory implications, or 
lead to financial loss. The Company cannot expect to elimi-
nate all operational risks, but it endeavors to manage these 
risks through a control framework and by monitoring and 
responding to potential risks. Controls include effective 
segregation of duties, access, authorization and reconcilia-

tion procedures, staff education and assessment processes, 
such as the use of internal audit.

Opinion
We have audited the accompanying financial statements of

The loan balances towards vehicle loan, gold loan 
business loans, loans against deposits, and other loans 
aggregating to INR 29,086.05 lakhs and the associat-
ed impairment allowances aggregating to INR 992.11 
lakhs are significant to the financial statements and 
involves judgement around the determination of the 
impairment allowance in line with the requirements 
of the Ind AS 109 “Financial Instruments”.

Impairment allowances represent management’s esti-
mate of the losses incurred within the loan portfolios at 

The audit procedures performed by us to assess ap-
propriateness of the impairment allowance based on 
ECL on loans included the following:

• We understood and evaluated the design and tested 
the operating effectiveness of the key controls put in 
place by the management over

i. the assumptions used in the calculation of ECL and 
its various aspects such as determination of Probabil-
ity of Default, Loss Given Default, Exposure At De-
fault, Staging of Loans, etc.;

ii. the completeness and accuracy of source data used 
by the Management in the ECL computation; and

iii. ECL computations for their reasonableness.

Key Audit Matters How our audit addressed the 
key audit matter
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Information Technology system for the financial re-
porting process.

The company is highly dependent upon its informa-
tion technology (IT) systems for carrying out its op-
erations and processing significant volume of trans-
actions, which impacts key financial accounting and 
reporting activities. The company has put in place the 
IT General Controls and application controls to ensure 
that the information produced by the company is com-
plete, accurate and reliable. Among other things, the 
Management also uses the information produced by 
the entity’s IT systems for accounting, preparation and 
the presentation of the financial statements.

Since our audit strategy included focus on entity’s key 
IT systems relevant to our audit due to their potential 
pervasive impact on the financial statements, we have 
determined the audit of IT systems and related control 
environment for accounting and financial reporting as 
a key audit matter.

Our audit procedures for assessment of the IT systems 
and controls over financial reporting, included but 
were not limited to the following:

• Obtained an understanding of the Company’s key 
IT systems, IT General Controls which covered access 
controls, program/ system changes, program devel-
opment and computer operations i.e. job processing, 
data/ system backup and incident management and 
application controls relevant to our audit.

• Tested the design, implementation and operating 
effectiveness of the general IT controls over the key 
IT systems that are critical to financial reporting. This

for exit cases being revoked in a timely manner and 
access of all users being re-certified during the period 
of audit. Further, controls related to program change 
were evaluated to verify whether the changes were

Quantitative factors like days past due, behaviour of 
the portfolio, historical losses incurred on defaults and 
macro-economic data points identified by the Man-
agement’s expert and qualitative factors like nature 
of the underlying loan, deterioration in credit quality, 
correlation of macro- economic variables to determine 
expected losses, uncertainty over realisability of secu-
rity, judgement in relation to management overlays 
and related Reserve Bank of India (RBI) guidelines, 
to the extent applicable, etc. have been taken into ac-
count in the ECL computation.

Given the inherent judgmental nature and the com-
plexity of model involved, we determined this to be a 
Key Audit Matter.

• We verified the appropriateness of methodology 
and models used by the Company and reasonableness 
of the assumptions used within the computation pro-
cess to estimate the impairment provision.

• We test-checked the completeness and accuracy of 
source data used.

• We recomputed the impairment provision for a sam-
ple of loans across the loan portfolio to verify the ar-
ithmetical accuracy and compliance with the require-
ments of Ind AS 109.

• We evaluated the reasonableness of the judgement 
involved in management overlays that form part of 
the impairment provision, and the related approvals.

We evaluated the adequacy of presentation and dis-
closures in relation to impairment loss allowance in 
the Financial Statements.

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1 CORPORATE INFORMATION
Muthoot Vehicle & Asset Finance Ltd. (formerly known 
as Muthoot Leasing & Finance Ltd.) was incorporated as a 
public Limited company on 08th June 1992. The Company 
is a part of the Muthoot Group and was incorporated for 
undertaking Hire Purchase operations. The Company has 
over the years transformed its business and is, presently, a 
multi category Loan portfolio company. The Company has 
been into the business of granting loans against security of 
vehicles and assets and also accepts public and corporate 
deposits predominantly in the state of Kerala and also oper-
ates in Coimbatore in the state of Tamil Nadu. The Compa-
ny has its registered office at 2nd Floor, Muthoot Chambers, 
Opp. Saritha Theatre Complex, Banerji Road, Kochi – 682 
018 and its Corporate Office at 5th & 6thfloor, Mithun Tow-
ers, K.P.Vallon Road, Kadavanthra, Kochi – 682 020.

The Company obtained a certificate of registration dated 
30th November, 1998 (bearing no. 16.00042) issued by the 
RBI to carry on the activities of a deposit taking non-bank-
ing financial company (NBFC) under section 45 IA of the 
RBI Act, 1934. Subsequently, on change of its name on Oc-
tober 3, 2008 a fresh Certificate bearing No. A-16-00042 was 
issued to the company. The Company has been reclassified 
as NBFC- Investment and Credit Company (NBFC-ICC).

2 BASIS OF PREPARATION
2.1 Statement of Compliance
The financial statements of the Company have been pre-
pared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards 
(Ind AS) notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 
2013 read with the Companies (Indian Accounting Stan-
dards) Rules, 2015 (as amended from time to time). These 
financial statements may require further adjustments, if 
any, necessitated by the guidelines / clarifications / direc-
tions issued in the future by RBI, Ministry of Corporate Af-
fairs, or other regulators, which will be implemented as and 
when the same are issued and made applicable.

2.2 Basis of measurement
The financial statements have been prepared on a historical 
cost basis, except for the following assets and

liabilities which have been measured at fair value:

i. Financial assets and liabilities designated at fair value 
through profit or loss (FVTPL)

ii. Defined benefit plans

2.3 Functional and presentation currency

The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees 
(INR) which is also functional currency of the Company 
and the currency of the primary economic environment in 
which the Company operates.

3. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT  
ACCOUNTING POLICIES
This note provides a list of the significant accounting pol-
icies adopted in the preparation of these financial state-
ments. These policies have been consistently applied to all 
the years presented, unless otherwise stated.

3.1 Income
3.1.1 Interest Income
The Company recognizes interest income using Effective 
Interest Rate (EIR) on all financial assets subsequently mea-
sured at amortized cost. EIR is calculated by considering all 
costs and incomes attributable to acquisition of a financial 
asset or assumption of a financial liability and it represents 
a rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash pay-
ments/receipts through the expected life of the financial 
asset/financial liability to the gross carrying amount of a fi-
nancial asset or to the amortized cost of a financial liability.

The Company recognizes interest income by applying the 
EIR to the gross carrying amount of financial assets other 
than credit-impaired assets. In case of credit-impaired fi-
nancial assets regarded as ‘stage 3’, the Company recogniz-
es interest income on the amortized cost net of impairment 
loss of the financial asset at EIR. If the financial asset is no 
longer credit-impaired, the Company reverts to calculating 
interest income on a gross basis.

3.1.2 Sale of Services
Income from prepaid instruments is recognized when the 
business transactions were successfully performed.

3.1.3 Other Income
The Company recognizes revenue from contracts with cus-
tomers (other than financial assets to which Ind AS 109 ‘Fi-
nancial Instruments’ is applicable) based on a comprehen-
sive assessment model as set out in Ind AS 115 ‘Revenue 
from contracts with customers’.

Step 1: Identify contract(s) with a customer: A contract is 
defined as an agreement between two or more parties that 
creates enforceable rights and obligations and sets out the 
criteria for every contract that must be met.

Step 2: Identify performance obligations in the contract: A 
performance obligation is a promise in a contract with a 
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customer to transfer a good or service to the customer.

Step 3: Determine the transaction price: The transaction 
price is the amount of consideration to which the Company 
expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring promised 
goods or services to a customer, excluding amounts collect-
ed on behalf of third parties.

Step 4: Allocate the transaction price to the performance 
obligations in the contract: For a contract that has more 
than one performance obligation, the Company allocates 
the transaction price to each performance obligation in an 
amount that depicts the amount of consideration to which 
the Company expects to be entitled in exchange for satisfy-
ing each performance obligation.

Step 5: Recognise revenue when (or as) the Company satis-
fies a performance obligation

Revenue from contract with customer for rendering ser-
vices is recognised at a point in time when performance 
obligation is satisfied.

(A) Fees and commission
The Company recognizes service and administration 
charges towards rendering of additional services to its loan 
customers on satisfactory completion of service delivery.

Fees on value added services and products are recognized 
on rendering of services and products to the customer. The 
income so earned is recognized on successful sales on be-
half of other entities subject to there being no significant 
uncertainty of its recovery.

Foreclosure charges are collected from loan customers for 
early payment/closure of loan and are recognized on re-
alization.

(B) Dividend Income
Dividend income is recognised when the Company’s right 
to receive the payment is established. This is established 
when it is probable that the economic benefits associated 
with the dividend will flow to the entity and the amount of 
the dividend can be measured reliably.

(C) Recoveries of financial assets written off
The Company recognizes income on recoveries of financial 
assets written off on realization.

(D) Rental Income
Rental income arising from operating leases is accounted 
for on a straight-line basis over the lease terms and is in-
cluded in rental income in the statement of profit and loss.

(E) Net gain on fair value changes
The Company designates certain financial assets for sub-
sequent measurement at fair value through profit or loss 
(FVTPL) or fair value through other comprehensive income 
(FVOCI). The Company recognizes gains on fair value 
change of financial assets measured at FVTPL on net basis

3.2. Financial Instruments
A financial instrument is defined as any contract that gives 
rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability 
or equity instrument of another entity.

All the financial instruments are recognized on the date 
when the Company becomes party to the contractual provi-
sions of the financial instruments.

A. Financial Assets

Financial assets include cash, or an equity instrument of an-
other entity, or a contractual right to receive cash or another 
financial asset from another entity which normally includes 
loan receivables, debt instruments, cash & cash equivalents 
etc.

3.2.1. Initial Recognition
All financial assets are recognized initially at fair value in-
cluding transaction costs that are attributable to the acqui-
sition of financial assets except in the case of financial assets 
recorded at FVTPL where the transaction costs are charged 
to profit or loss.

3.2.2. Subsequent measurement
(a) Financial assets measured at amortised cost

The Company measures its financial assets at amortized 
cost if both the following conditions are met:

• The asset is held within a business model of collecting 
contractual cash flows; and

• Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates 
to cash flows that are Sole

Payments of Principal and Interest (SPPI) on the principal 
amount outstanding.

To make the SPPI assessment, the Company applies judg-
ment and considers relevant factors such as the nature of 
portfolio and the period for which the interest rate is set.

The Company determines its business model at the level 
that best reflects how it manages groups of financial assets 
to achieve its business objective. The Company’s business 
model is not assessed on an instrument by instrument basis, 
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but at a higher level of aggregated portfolios. If cash flows 
after initial recognition are realized in a way that is different 
from the Company’s original expectations, the Company 
does not change the classification of the remaining financial 
assets held in that business model, but incorporates such in-
formation when assessing newly originated financial assets 
going forward.

The business model of the Company for assets subsequent-
ly measured at amortized cost category is to hold and col-
lect contractual cash flows

After initial measurement, such financial assets are subse-
quently measured at amortized cost on effective interest 
rate (EIR). The expected credit loss (ECL) calculation for 
debt instruments at amortized cost is explained in subse-
quent notes in this section.

(b) Financial assets measured at fair value through other 
comprehensive income (FVOCI)

A financial asset is measured at FVOCI if it is held within a 
business model whose objective is achieved by both collect-
ing contractual cash flows and selling financial assets and 
contractual terms of financial asset give rise on specified 
dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal 
and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

(c) Financial assets measured at fair value through profit or 
loss (FVTPL)

A financial asset which is not classified in any of the above 
categories are measured at FVTPL.

B. Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities include liabilities that represent a con-
tractual obligation to deliver cash or another financial as-
sets to another entity, or a contract that may or will be set-
tled in the entities own equity instruments which normally 
includes trade payables, debt securities ,other borrowings 
etc.

3.2.3. Initial recognition
All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value 
and, in the case of borrowings, net of directly attributable 
transaction costs.

3.2.4. Subsequent measurement
After initial recognition, all financial liabilities are subse-
quently measured at amortized cost using the EIR. Any 
gains or losses arising on derecognition of liabilities are rec-
ognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

3.3. Derecognition of Financial Assets and liabilities 3.3.1. 
Financial Asset

The Company derecognizes a financial asset (or, where ap-
plicable, a part of a financial asset) when the right to receive 
cash flows from the asset have expired.

3.3.2. Financial Liability
The Company derecognizes a financial liability when the 
obligation under the liability is discharged, cancelled or ex-
pired. Where an existing financial liability is replaced by 
another from the same lender on substantially different 
terms, or the terms of an existing liability are substantial-
ly modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as 
de-recognition of the original liability and the recognition 
of a new liability. The difference between the carrying value 
of the original financial liability and the consideration paid 
is recognized in profit or loss.

3.3.3 Offsetting
Financial assets and financial liabilities are generally re-
ported gross in the balance sheet. Financial assets and li-
abilities are offset and the net amount is presented in the 
balance sheet when the Company has a legal right to offset 
the amounts and intends to settle on a net basis or to realize 
the asset and settle the

liability simultaneously in all the following circumstances:

a. The normal course of business

b. The event of default

c. The event of insolvency or bankruptcy of the Company 
and/or its counterparties

3.4. Impairment of financial assets
Expected Credit Loss (ECL) are recognized for financial as-
sets held under amortized cost, certain loan commitments, 
etc. 

Financial assets where no significant increase in credit risk 
has been observed are considered to be in ‘stage 1’ and for 
which a 12 month ECL is recognized. Financial assets that 
are considered to have significant increase in credit risk are 
considered to be in ‘stage 2’ and those which are in default 
or for which there is an objective evidence of impairment 
are considered to be in ‘stage 3’. Lifetime ECL is recognized 
for stage 2 and stage 3 financial assets.

In the event of a significant increase in credit risk, allow-
ance (or provision) is required for ECL towards all possible 
default events over the expected life of the financial instru-
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ment (‘lifetime ECL’).

Financial assets (and the related impairment loss allowanc-
es) are written off in full, when there is no realistic prospect 
of recovery.

3.4.1. Treatment of the different stages of fi-
nancial assets and the methodology of de-
termination of Expected Credit Loss (ECL)
(a) Stage3 - Financial asset is credit impaired

The Company recognizes a financial asset to be credit im-
paired and in stage 3 by considering relevant

objective evidence, primarily whether:

• Contractual payments of either principal or interest are 
past due for more than 90 days;

• The loan is otherwise considered to be in default.

Restructured loans except COVID-19-Restructured Ac-
counts, where repayment terms are renegotiated as com-
pared to the original contracted terms due to significant 
credit distress of the borrower, are classified as credit 
impaired. Such loans continue to be in stage 3 until they 
exhibit regular payment of renegotiated principal and in-
terest over a minimum observation period, typically 12 
months– post renegotiation, and there are no other indica-
tors of impairment. Having satisfied the conditions of time-
ly payment over the observation period these loans could 
be transferred to stage 1 or 2 and a fresh assessment of the 
risk of default be done for such loans.

Interest income is recognized by applying the Effective In-
terest Rate (EIR) to the net amortized cost amount i.e. gross 
carrying amount less ECL allowance.

(b) Stage 2- Financial asset having significant increase in 
credit risk

An assessment of whether credit risk has increased signifi-
cantly since initial recognition is performed at each report-
ing period by considering the change in the risk of default 
of the loan exposure. However, unless identified at an ear-
lier stage, 30 days past due is considered as an indication 
of financial assets to have suffered a significant increase in 
credit risk. Based on other indications such as borrower’s 
frequently delaying payments beyond due dates though 
not 30 days past due are included in stage 2.

The measurement of risk of defaults under stage 2 is com-
puted on homogenous portfolios, generally by nature of 
loans, tenors, underlying collateral, geographies and bor-
rower profiles. The default risk is assessed using PD (prob-

ability of default) derived from past behavioral trends of 
default across the identified homogenous portfolios. These 
past trends factor in the past customer behavioral trends, 
credit transition probabilities and macroeconomic condi-
tions. The assessed PDs are then aligned considering future 
economic conditions that are determined to have a bearing 
on ECL.

(c) Stage 1- Financial asset without significant increase in 
credit risk since initial recognition

ECL resulting from default events that are possible in the 
next 12 months is recognized for financial instruments in 
stage 1. The Company has ascertained default possibilities 
on past behavioral trends witnessed for each homogenous 
portfolio using application/behavioral score cards and oth-
er performance indicators, determined statistically.

(d) Measurement of Expected Credit Loss (ECL)

The assessment of credit risk and estimation of ECL are 
unbiased and probability weighted. It incorporates all in-
formation that is relevant including information about past 
events, current conditions and reasonable forecasts of fu-
ture events and economic conditions at the reporting date. 
In addition, the estimation of ECL takes into account the 
time value of money. Forward looking economic scenarios 
determined with reference to external forecasts of economic 
parameters that have demonstrated a linkage to the perfor-
mance of our portfolios over a period of time have been ap-
plied to determine impact of macroeconomic factors.

The Company has considered the following three main 
components for calculating ECL:

1. Probability of default (PD)
Probability of Default is an estimate of the likelihood of de-
fault over a given time horizon. The company uses histor-
ical information where available to determine PD. Consid-
ering the different products and schemes, the company has 
bifurcated its loan portfolio into various pools. For certain a 
pool where historical information is available, the PD is cal-
culated considering fresh slippage of past years. For those 
pools where historical information is not available, the PD/ 
default rates as stated by external reporting agencies are 
considered.

2. Loss Given Default (LGD)
Loss Given Default is an estimate of the loss arising in the 
case where a default occurs at a given time. It is based on 
the difference between the contractual cash flows due and 
those that the lender would expect to receive, including 
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from the realization of any collateral.

3. Exposure at Default (EAD)
Exposure at Default is an estimate of the exposure at a fu-
ture default date, considering expected changes in the ex-
posure after the reporting date, including repayments of 
principal and interest, whether scheduled by contract or 
otherwise, expected draw downs on committed facilities, 
and accrued interest from missed payments.

ECL is calculated by multiplying the PD, LGD and EAD 
and adjusted for time value of money using a rate which is 
a reasonable approximation of EIR.

• Probability of Default (PD) is determined for each stages 
of ECL.

• Exposure at Default (EAD) represents the expected bal-
ance at default, taking into account the repayment of prin-
cipal and interest from the Balance Sheet date to the date of 
default together with any expected drawdowns of commit-
ted facilities.

• Loss Given Default (LGD) represents expected losses on 
the EAD given the event of default, taking into account, 
among other attributes, the mitigating effect of collateral 
value at the time it is expected to be realized and the time 
value of money.

Detailed description of the methodology used for ECL is 
covered in the ‘credit risk’ section of note No.3.19.

Forward looking information
While estimating the expected credit losses, the Company 
reviews macro-economic developments occurring in the 
economy and market it operates in. On a periodic basis, the 
Company analyses if there is any relationship between key 
economic trends like GDP, unemployment rates, bench-
mark rates set by the Reserve Bank of India, inflation etc. 
with the estimate of PD, LGD determined by the Company 
based on its internal data. While the internal estimates of 
PD, LGD rates by the Company may not be always reflec-
tive of such relationships, temporary overlays, if any, are 
embedded in the methodology to reflect such macro-eco-
nomic trends reasonably. To mitigate its credit risks on fi-
nancial assets, the Company seeks to use collateral, where 
possible.

The collateral comes in various forms, such as securities, 
deposits, vehicles, etc. However, the fair value of collateral 
affects the calculation of ECL. The collateral is majorly the 
property for which the loan is given. The fair value of the 
same is based on data provided by third party or manage-

ment judgments. Loans are written off (either partially or 
in full) when there is no realistic prospect of recovery. This 
is generally the case when the Company determines that 
the borrower does not have assets or sources of income that 
could generate sufficient cash flows to repay the amounts 
subjected to write-offs. Any subsequent recoveries against 
such loans are credited to the statement of profit and loss.

3.5. Determination of fair value of Financial 
Instruments
The Company measures financial instruments, such as, in-
vestments at fair value at each balance sheet date.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an as-
set or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date. The 
fair value measurement is based on the presumption that 
the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes 
place either: Fair value is the price that would be received 
to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly 
transaction between market participants at the measure-
ment date. The fair value measurement is based on the pre-
sumption that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the 
liability takes place either:

i. In the principal market for the asset or liability, or

ii. In the absence of a principal market, in the most advanta-
geous market for the asset or liability

The principal or the most advantageous market must be ac-
cessible by the Company.

The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the 
assumptions that market participants would use when pric-
ing the asset or liability, assuming that market participants 
act in their economic best interest.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into 
account a market participant’s ability to

generate economic benefits by using the asset in its highest 
and best use or by selling it to another market participant 
that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropri-
ate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data are 
available to measure fair value, maximizing the use of rel-
evant observable inputs and minimising the use of unob-
servable inputs.

The financial instruments are classified based on a hierar-
chy of valuation techniques, as summarized below:

Level 1 financial instruments −Those where the inputs used 
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in the valuation are unadjusted quoted prices from active 
markets for identical assets or liabilities that the Company 
has access to at the measurement date. The Company con-
siders markets as active only if there are sufficient trading 
activities with regards to the volume and liquidity of the 
identical assets or liabilities and when there are binding 
and exercisable price quotes available on the balance sheet 
date.

Level 2 financial instruments−Those where the inputs that 
are used for valuation and are significant, are derived from 
directly or indirectly observable market data available over 
the entire period of the instrument’s life. Such inputs in-
clude quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active 
markets, quoted prices for identical instruments in inactive 
markets and observable inputs other than quoted prices 
such as interest rates and yield curves, implied volatili-
ties, and credit spreads. In addition, adjustments may be 
required for the condition or location of the asset or the ex-
tent to which it relates to items that are comparable to the 
valued instrument. However, if such adjustments are based 
on unobservable inputs which are significant to the entire 
measurement, the Company will classify the instruments 
as Level 3.

Level 3 financial instruments −Those that include one or 
more unobservable input that is significant to the measure-
ment as whole.

3.6. Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, other 
short term, highly liquid investments with original matur-
ities of three months or less that are readily convertible to 
known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insig-
nificant risk of changes in value.

For the purpose of the statement of cash flows, cash and 
cash equivalents consist of cash and short- term deposits, as 
defined above, net of outstanding bank overdrafts if any, as 
they are considered an integral part of the Company’s cash 
management.

3.7. Property, plant and equipment
Property, plant and equipment (PPE) are measured at cost 
less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impair-
ment, if any. Cost of an item of property, plant and equip-
ment comprises its purchase price, including import duties 
and non-refundable purchase taxes, after deducting trade 
discounts and rebates, any directly attributable cost of 
bringing the item to its working condition for its intended 
use and estimated costs of dismantling and removing the 

item and restoring the site on which it is located.

Subsequent expenditure related to the asset are added to its 
carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset only if it 
increases the future benefits of the existing asset, beyond its 
previously assessed standards of performance and cost can 
be measured reliably. Other repairs and maintenance costs 
are expensed off as and when incurred.

3.7.1. Depreciation on property, plant and 
equipment
(a) Depreciation is provided on a pro-rata basis for all tan-
gible assets on straight line method over the useful life of 
assets which is in line with the estimated useful life as spec-
ified in Schedule II of the Companies Act 2013.The manage-
ment estimate the useful lives as follows:

(b) Depreciation on addition to assets and assets sold 
during the year is being provided for on a pro rata basis 
with reference to the month in which such asset is added or 
sold as the case may be.

(c) The residual values, useful lives and methods of depre-
ciation of property, plant and equipment are reviewed at 
each financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if ap-
propriate.

(d) Changes in the expected useful life are accounted for by 
changing the amortization period or methodology, as ap-
propriate, and treated as changes in accounting estimates.

(e) An item of property, plant and equipment and any 
significant part initially recognized is derecognized upon 
disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected 
from its use or disposal.

(f) Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the asset 
(calculated as the difference between the net disposal pro-
ceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included un-
der other income in the Statement of Profit and Loss when 
the asset is derecognized. The date of disposal of an item 
of property, plant and equipment is the date the recipient 
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obtains control of that item in accordance with the require-
ments for determining when a performance obligation is 
satisfied in Ind AS 115.

3.8. Intangible assets and amortization 
thereof
An intangible asset is recognized only when its cost can be 
measured reliably and it is probable that the expected fu-
ture economic benefits that are attributable to it will flow 
to the Company. Intangible assets acquired separately are 
measured on initial recognition at cost. The cost of an intan-
gible asset comprises its purchase price including import 
duties and non-refundable purchase taxes, after deducting 
trade discounts and rebates, any directly attributable cost 
of bringing the item to its working condition for its intend-
ed use following initial recognition, intangible assets are 
carried at cost less any accumulated amortization and any 
accumulated impairment losses.

Subsequent expenditure related to the asset is added to its 
carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset only if it 
increases the future benefits of the existing asset, beyond its 
previously assessed standards of performance and cost can 
be measured reliably.

Intangible assets comprising of software is amortized on 
straight line basis over a period of 5 years, unless it has a 
shorter useful life. Gains or losses from derecognition of in-
tangible assets are measured as the difference between the 
net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset 
are recognized in the Statement of Profit or Loss when the 
asset is derecognized.

3.9. Investment Property
Properties, held to earn rentals and/or capital appreciation 
are classified as investment property and measured and re-
ported at cost, including transaction costs, borrowing cost 
and other directly attributable cost in bringing the asset to 
its working condition for its intended use. Subsequent ex-
penditure is capitalized to the assets carrying amount only 
when it is probable that the future economic benefit associ-
ated with the expenditure will flow to the company. An in-
vestment property is derecognized upon disposal or when 
the investment property is permanently withdrawn from 
use and no future economic benefits are expected from the 
disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of prop-
erty is recognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss in the 
same period.

3.10. Impairment of non-financial assets
An assessment is done at each Balance Sheet date to ascer-

tain whether there is any indication that an asset may be 
impaired. If any such indication exists, an estimate of the re-
coverable amount of asset is determined. If the carrying val-
ue of relevant asset is higher than the recoverable amount, 
the carrying value is written down accordingly.

3.11. Retirement and other employee  
benefits
3.11.1. Short Term Employee Benefits
The undiscounted amount of short term employee benefits 
expected to be paid in exchange for the services rendered 
by employees are recognised as an expense during the peri-
od when the employees render the services

3.11.2. Post-Employment benefits
A. Defined Contribution Plans:
All eligible employees of the company are entitled to re-
ceive benefits under the provident fund, a defined contri-
bution plan in which both the employee and the company 
contribute monthly at a stipulated percentage of the cov-
ered employee’s salary. Contributions are made to Employ-
ees Provident Fund Organization and Employee State In-
surance Corporation at prescribed rates and are charged to 
Statement of Profit & Loss at actuals. The company has no 
liability other than its annual contribution.

B. Defined Benefit Plans:
GRATUITY
The Company provides for gratuity covering eligible em-
ployees under which a lumpsum payment is paid to vested 
employees at retirement, death, incapacitation or termina-
tion of employment, of an amount reckoned on the respec-
tive employee’s salary and his tenor of employment with 
the Company. The Company accounts for its liability for 
future gratuity benefits based on actuarial valuation deter-
mined at each Balance Sheet date by an Independent Ac-
tuary using Projected Unit Credit Method. The Company 
makes annual contribution to a Gratuity Fund adminis-
tered by Trustees and separate schemes managed by the 
Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC).

The obligation is measured at the present value of the esti-
mated future cash flows. The discount rates used for deter-
mining the present value of the obligation under defined 
benefit plan are based on the market yields on Government 
Securities as at the Balance Sheet date.

An actuarial valuation involves making various assump-
tions that may differ from actual developments in the fu-
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ture. These include the determination of the discount rate, 
future salary increases and mortality rates. Due to the com-
plexities involved in the valuation and its long-term nature, 
these liabilities are highly sensitive to changes in these as-
sumptions. All assumptions are reviewed at each reporting 
date.

Re-measurement, comprising of actuarial gains and losses 
(excluding amounts included in net interest on the net de-
fined benefit liability), are recognized immediately in the 
balance sheet with a corresponding debit or credit to re-
tained earnings through Other Comprehensive Income in 
the period in which they occur. Re-measurements are not 
reclassified to profit and loss in subsequent periods.

3.11.3. Other Long Term Employee Benefits 
Accumulated Compensated absences
The Company provides for liability of accumulated com-
pensated absences for eligible employees on the basis of an 
independent actuarial valuation carried out at the end of 
the year, using the projected unit credit method. Actuarial 
gains and losses are recognized in the Statement of Profit 
and Loss for the period in which they occur.

3.12. Provisions
The Company creates a provision when there is present ob-
ligation as a result of a past event that probably requires an 
outflow of resources and a reliable estimate can be made of 
the amount of the obligation.

When the effect of the time value of money is material, the 
enterprise determines the level of provision by discounting 
the expected cash flows at a pre-tax rate reflecting the cur-
rent rates specific to the liability. The expense relating to 
any provision is presented in the statement of profit and 
loss net of any reimbursement. A disclosure for a contin-
gent liability is made when there is a possible obligation 
or a present obligation that may, but probably will not, re-
quire an outflow of resources. The Company also disclos-
es present obligations for which a reliable estimate cannot 
be made. When there is a possible obligation or a present 
obligation in respect of which the likelihood of outflow of 
resources is remote, no provision or disclosure is made.

3.13. Taxes
3.13.1. Current tax
Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount 
expected to be recovered from or paid to the taxation au-
thorities, in accordance with the Income Tax Act, 1961 and 
the Income Computation and Disclosure Standards (ICDS) 

prescribed therein. The tax rates and tax laws used to com-
pute the amount are those that are enacted or substantively 
enacted, at the reporting date.

Current tax relating to items recognized outside profit or 
loss is recognized in correlation to the underlying transac-
tion either in OCI or directly in other equity. Management 
periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns 
with respect to situations in which applicable tax regula-
tions are subject to interpretation and establishes provi-
sions where appropriate.

3.13.2. Deferred tax
Deferred tax is provided using the Balance Sheet approach 
on temporary differences between the tax bases of assets 
and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial re-
porting purposes at the reporting date.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognized for all taxable tem-
porary differences and deferred tax assets are recognized 
for deductible temporary differences to the extent that it is 
probable that taxable profits will be available against which 
the deductible temporary differences can be utilized.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed 
at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is 
no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be 
available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be 
utilized. Unrecognized deferred tax assets, if any, are re-
assessed at each reporting date and are recognized to the 
extent that it has become probable that future taxable prof-
its will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax 
rates that are expected to apply in the year when the asset 
is realized or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and 
tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at 
the reporting date.

Deferred tax relating to items recognized outside profit or 
loss is recognized either in OCI or in other equity.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset if 
a legally enforceable right exists to set off current tax assets 
against current tax liabilities and the deferred taxes relate 
to the same taxable entity and the same taxation authority.

3.14. Contingent Liabilities and assets
A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises 
from past events whose existence will be confirmed by the 
occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain fu-
ture events beyond the control of the Company or a present 
obligation that is not recognized because it is not probable 
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that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the 
obligation.

A contingent liability also arises in extremely rare cases 
where there is a liability that cannot be recognized because 
it cannot be measured reliably. The Company does not rec-
ognize a contingent liability but discloses its existence in 
the financial statements. A contingent asset is a possible 
asset that arises from past events and whose existence will 
be confirmed only by the occurrence or non-occurrence of 
one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the 
control of the entity. The company does not have any con-
tingent assets in the financial statements.

3.15. Earnings Per Share
The Company reports basic and diluted earnings per share 
in accordance with Ind AS 33 on Earnings per share. Basic 
EPS is calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the 
year attributable to equity shareholders (after deducting 
preference dividend and attributable taxes) by the weight-
ed average number of equity shares outstanding during the 
year.

For calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or 
loss for the year attributable to equity shareholders and the 
weighted average number of shares outstanding during 
the year are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential 
equity shares. Dilutive potential equity shares are deemed 
converted as of the beginning of the period, unless they 
have been issued at a later date. In computing the dilutive 
earnings per share, only potential equity shares that are 
dilutive and that either reduces the earnings per share or 
increases loss per share are included.

3.16. Cash Flow Statement
Cash flows are reported using the indirect method, where-
by profit before tax is adjusted for the effects of transactions 
of a non-cash nature and any deferrals or accruals of past or 
future cash receipts or payments. The cash flows from reg-
ular revenue generating, investing and financing activities 
of the Company are segregated.

3.17. Critical accounting estimates and 
judgments
The preparation of the Company’s financial statements 
requires Management to make use of estimates and judg-
ments. In view of the inherent uncertainties and a level of 
subjectivity involved in measurement of items, it is possible 
that the outcomes in the subsequent financial years could 
differ from those on which the Management’s estimates 
are based. Accounting estimates and judgments are used in 

various line items in the financial statements for e.g.:

i. Business Model Assessment
Classification and measurement of financial assets depends 
on the results of the SPPI and the business model test. The 
Company determines the business model at a level that re-
flects how groups of financial assets are managed together 
to achieve a particular business objective. This assessment 
includes judgment reflecting all relevant evidence includ-
ing how the performance of the assets is evaluated and 
their performance measured, the risks that affect the per-
formance of the assets and how these are managed and how 
the managers of the assets are compensated.

The Company monitors financial assets measured at am-
ortised cost or fair value through other comprehensive in-
come that are derecognised prior to their maturity to under-
stand the reason for their disposal and whether the reasons 
are consistent with the objective of the business for which 
the asset was held. Monitoring is part of the Company’s 
continuous assessment of whether the business model for 
which the remaining financial assets are held continues to 
be appropriate and if it is not appropriate

whether there has been a change in business model and so a 
prospective change to the classification of those assets.

ii. Effective Interest Rate (EIR) method:
The Company’s EIR methodology recognises interest in-
come using a rate of return that represents the best estimate 
of a constant rate of return over the expected behavioural 
life of loans given and recognises the effect of potentially 
different interest rates at various stages and other charac-
teristics of the product life cycle (including prepayments 
and penalty interest and charges). This estimation, by na-
ture, requires an element of judgment regarding the expect-
ed behaviour and life-cycle of the instruments, probable 
fluctuations in collateral value as well as expected changes 
to India’s base rate and other fee income/expense that are 
integral parts of the instrument.

iii. Impairmentofloansportfolio:
The measurement of impairment losses across all catego-
ries of financial assets requires judgement, in particular, the 
estimation of the amount and timing of future cash flows 
and collateral values when determining impairment losses 
and the assessment of a significant increase in credit risk. 
These estimates are driven by a number of factors, changes 
in which can result in different levels of allowances. It has 
been the Company’s policy to regularly review its models 
in the context of actual loss experience and adjust when 
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necessary.

iv. Defined employee benefit assets and 
liabilities:
The cost of the defined benefit gratuity plan and the present 
value of the gratuity obligation are determined using ac-
tuarial valuations. An actuarial valuation involves making 
various assumptions that may differ from actual develop-
ments in the future. These include the determination of the 
discount rate, future salary increases and mortality rates. 
Due to the complexities involved in the valuation and its 
long- term nature, a defined benefit obligation is highly sen-
sitive to changes in these assumptions. All assumptions are 
reviewed at each reporting date.

v. Fair value measurement:
When the fair values of financial assets and financial lia-
bilities recorded in the balance sheet cannot be measured 
based on quoted prices in active markets, their fair value is 
measured using various valuation techniques. The inputs 
to these models are taken from observable markets where 
possible, but where this is not feasible, a degree of judgment 
is required in establishing fair values. Judgments include 
considerations of inputs such as liquidity risk, credit risk 
and volatility. Changes in assumptions about these factors 
could affect the reported fair value of financial instruments.

vi. Other estimates:
These include contingent liabilities, useful lives of tangible 
and intangible assets etc.

3.18. Valuation techniques
3.18.1. Short-term financial assets and lia-
bilities
For financial assets and financial liabilities that have a 
short-term maturity (less than twelve months), the carrying 
amounts, which are net of impairment, are a reasonable ap-
proximation of their fair value. Such instruments include: 
cash and cash equivalents, trade receivables, balances other 
than cash and cash equivalents and trade payables without 
a specific maturity. Such amounts have been classified as 
Level 2/Level 3 on the basis that no adjustments have been 
made to the balances in the balance sheet.

3.18.2. Loans
The fair values of loans and receivables are estimated by 
discounted cash flow models that incorporate assumptions 
for credit risks, probability of default and loss given default 
estimates. Since comparable data is not available, Credit 

risk is derived using, historical experience, management 
view and other information used in its collective impair-
ment models.

Fair values of portfolios are calculated using a portfo-
lio-based approach, grouping loans as far as possible into 
homogenous groups based on similar characteristics i.e., 
type of loan. The Company then calculates and extrapolates 
the fair value to the entire portfolio using Effective interest 
rate model that incorporate interest rate estimates consider-
ing all significant characteristics of the loans. The credit risk 
is applied as a top-side adjustment based on the collective 
impairment model incorporating probability of defaults 
and loss given defaults.

3.18.3. Financial liability at amortised cost
The fair values of financial liability held-to-maturity are 
estimated using effective interest rate model based on con-
tractual cash flows using actual yields.

3.19. Risk Management
The Company’s principal financial liabilities comprise de-
posits, debt securities, borrowings and trade and other pay-
ables. The main purpose of these financial liabilities is to 
finance and support the company’s operations. The Com-
pany’s principal financial assets include loans, investments, 
cash and cash equivalents, fixed deposits with banks and 
other receivables that are derived directly from its opera-
tions. As a NBFC, Company is exposed to various risks that 
are related to lending business and operating environment. 
The principal objective in Company‘s risk management 
processes is to measure and monitor the various risks that 
Company is subject to and to follow policies and proce-
dures to address such risks.

The Company’s Risk Management Committee of the Board 
of directors constituted in accordance with the Reserve Bank 
of India regulations has overall responsibility for oversee-
ing the implementation of the Risk Management Policy. 
The committee meets at least twice in a year to review the 
Risk Management practices. Risk Management department 
periodically places its report to the committee for review.

The committee’s suggestions for improving the Risk Man-
agement Practices are implemented by the Risk Manage-
ment department.

Risk Management department shall be responsible for the 
following:

a) Identifying the various risks associated with the activities 
of the Company and assessing their impact on the business.
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b) Measuring the risks and suggesting measures to effec-
tively mitigate the risks.

However, the primary responsibility for managing the var-
ious risks on a day to day basis will be with the heads of the 
respective business units of the Company. The Company is 
generally exposed to credit risk, liquidity risk, market risk 
and operational risk.

1. Credit Risk
Credit Risk arises from the risk of loss that may occur from 
the default of Company’s customers under loan agree-
ments. Customer defaults and inadequate collateral may 
lead to loan losses.

Company’s Risk Management is mainly described in 3 ma-
jor pillars i.e.

1. Defining the Risk Appetite.

2. Guidelines for Risk Acquisition 

3. Measuring & Monitoring of Risk

Pillar 1: Defining Risk Appetite.
The Risk appetite is the risk taking ability of the company 
and range in which the company wants to operate to get 
the return on its investment. Company’s major focus is in 
retail segment and more spread out customer base, which 
diversifies the risk of concentration of customer segment, 
customer profile, asset base etc. This is mainly classified in 
the below terms i.e.

i. Setting up Exposure Limits

ii. Defining Customer Risk Profile Standards

iii. Setting up of Loan Sanctioning Powers

iv. Risk based pricing

Pillar 2: Policy Guidelines for Risk Acqui-
sition
In line with set-up risk acquisition standards, Company has 
put in place the Credit Policy prescribing appraisal meth-
odology based on the type of customer, business, income 
assessment module/s, geographical specific products etc. 
but within overall limit of set-up standards.

The credit policies are reviewed on periodical basis after 
analysing the portfolio, NPA, Collection feedback etc and 
sufficient corrections /updates are being made in the poli-
cy to cover the External and Inherent risk. To ward off any 
risk on this count, deviations are to be allowed only by the 
delegated authority.

Pillar 3: Monitoring of Risk Acquisition
A. Portfolio Analytics:
A Risk committee (Portfolio Review Committee) is been 
Formed, comprising of Department HODs of Collection, 
Sales New & Used and Credit, who meets on a periodical 
Basis ,ideally on a Quarterly basis to review the collection 
portfolio. They also take note of collection strength and cor-
rective measures required if any, time to time and recom-
mend for the policy changes to be done putting the port-
folio under control in accordance with CEO. The Portfolio 
Committee also analyses on various parameters like Port-
folio composition (Various product base of New & Used, 
Customer categories, and profiles as per credit policy, prod-
uct-wise efficacy etc.) to assess the inherent risks vis-à-vis 
rewards and place their reports to the Chief Executive Offi-
cer. For the purpose of assimilation of information, excep-
tion reports, customer feed-backs and inputs from Collec-
tion & Recovery would be incorporated. Portfolio Analysis 
would be a continuous exercise for assessing embedded 
risks in the portfolio.

B. Default Analytics:
Risk committee would on a continuous basis do the risk 
analysis of Early Delinquency Cases and Non Starter Cas-
es, also RCU Negative cases and Alert cases in audits on 
random sample basis on credit and operations dimensions 
and would present the report to CEO. There would be feed-
back taken from the collection team and RCA (Route Cause 
Analysis) report of the Credit team members which would 
be decide the future plan of action on the said deal how to 
get solution of the particular kind of cases and necessary 
changes of policy recommendations if any. Risk Commit-
tee would also assess the Probability of Default (PD) for the 
portfolio, products and on Demographic and geographical 
dimensions so that learning can be used, for taking prudent 
decisions on products and policies by the management.

As an Asset Based Finance Company, collateral manage-
ment is of utmost importance and as funding is on a depre-
ciating asset, LTV parameters are the key to have positive 
asset value to Loan Ratio. Therefore assessment of Loss/ 
Probable losses are also been taken into consideration while 
deciding the policy changes in LTV for particular asset and 
revisions if any time to time.

3.20. Impairment Assessment
The Company is mainly engaged in the business of provid-
ing vehicle loans which has tenure of between 12 months to 
84 months. While in the past, the company had a wholesale 
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lending business vertical which extended loans to commer-
cial businesses and mortgage loans which is discontinued 
for the time being. The company also provides unsecured 
personal loans and trade advance.

The Company’s impairment assessment and measurement 
approach is set out in this note. It should be read in conjunc-
tion with the Summary of significant accounting policies.

3.20.1. Definition of default and cure:
The company considers a financial instrument as default 
and therefore Stage 3 (credit-impaired) for Expected Cred-
it Loss (ECL) calculations in all cases when the borrower 
becomes 90 days past due on its contractual payments. As 
a part of a qualitative assessment of whether a customer 
is in default, the Company also considers a variety of in-

stances that may indicate unlikeness to pay. When such 
events occur, the Company carefully considers whether the 
event should result in treating the customer as defaulted 
and therefore assessed as Stage 3 for ECL calculations or 
whether Stage 2, as appropriate.

It is the Company’s policy to consider a financial instru-
ment as ‘cured’ and therefore re-classified out of Stage 3 
when none of the default criteria have been present for at 
least three consecutive months. The decision whether to 
classify an asset as Stage 2 or Stage 1 once cured depends 
on the updated credit grade, at the time of the cure, and 
whether this indicates there has been a significant increase 
in credit risk compared to initial recognition.

3.20.2 Exposure at Default (EAD):
The Exposure at Default is an estimate of the exposure at 
a future default date, considering expected changes in the 
exposure after the reporting date, including repayments of 
principal and interest, whether scheduled by contract or 
otherwise, expected draw downs on committed facilities, 
and accrued interest

3.20.3 Probability of default (PD):
The Probability of Default is an estimate of the likelihood of 
default over a given time horizon. To calculate the ECL for 
a Stage 1 loan, the Company assesses the possible default 
events within 12 months for the calculation of the 12 month 
ECL. For Stage 2 and Stage 3 financial assets, the exposure 
at default is considered for events over the lifetime of the 
instruments. The Company uses historical information 

wherever available to determine PD. PD is calculated using 
Incremental 91 DPD approach considering fresh slippage 
using historical information.

Based on its review of macro-economic developments and 
economic outlook, the Company has assessed that no ad-
justment is required for temporary overlays to determine 
qualitative impact on its PD’s as at March 31, 2024 and 
March 31, 2023.

3.20.4. Loss Given Default (LGD):
LGD is the estimated loss that the Company might bear if 
the borrower defaults. The Company determines its recov-
ery (net present value) by analysing the recovery trends, 
borrower rating, collateral value and expected proceeds 
from sale of asset. LGD Rates have been computed internal-
ly based on the discounted recoveries in defaulted accounts 

Company’s internal credit rating grades and staging criteria for loans are as follows:
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that are closed/ written off/ repossessed and upgraded 
during the year. When estimating ECLs on a collective basis 
for a group of similar assets, the Company applies the same 
principles for assessing whether there has been a significant 
increase in credit risk since initial recognition. Company 
has adopted LGD at a rate drawn reference from Internal 
Rating Based (IRB) approach guidelines issued by Reserve 
Bank of India for Banks to calculate LGD where sufficient 
past information is not available.

3.20.5. Collateral and other credit enhance-
ments:
The amount and type of collateral required depends on an 
assessment of the credit risk of the counterparty. Guide-
lines are in place covering the acceptability and valuation 
of each type of collateral.

3.20.6. Liquidity risk:
Liquidity risk is the risk of being unable to raise necessary 
funds from the market at optimal cost to meet operational 
and debt servicing requirements. The purpose of liquidi-
ty management is to ensure sufficient cash flow to meet all 
financial commitments and to capitalise on opportunities 
for business expansion. Board of Directors will have over-
all responsibility of monitoring, supervision and control of 
the ALM mechanism. Board will have a sub-committee of 
Directors (ALM Committee) to review the ALM position 
of the company on at least half yearly intervals. An Asset 
Liability Committee (ALCO) consisting of senior executive 
of the company including the CEO shall be responsible for 
the day to day as well as periodic monitoring and control of 
Asset Liability management.

3.20.7. Market risk:
Market Risk is the risk that the fair value or the future cash 
flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of 
changes in market factor. Such changes in the values of fi-
nancial instruments may result from changes in the inter-
est rates, credit, liquidity, and other market changes. The 
objective of market risk management is to avoid excessive 
exposure of our earnings and equity to loss and reduce our 
exposure to the volatility inherent in financial instruments.

3.20.8. Interest rate risk:
Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash 
flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of 
changes in market interest rates. The company is subject to 
interest rate risk, primarily since it lends to customers at 
fixed rates and for maturity periods shorter than the fund-
ing sources. Majority of our borrowings are at fixed rates 

.However, borrowings at floating rates gives rise to interest 
rate risk. Interest rates are highly sensitive to many factors 
beyond control, including the monetary policies of the Re-
serve Bank of India, deregulation of the financial sector in 
India, domestic and international economic and political 
conditions, inflation and other factors.

In order to manage interest rate risk, the company seeks to 
optimize borrowing profile between short- term and long-
term loans. The company adopts funding strategies to en-
sure diversified resource-raising options to minimize cost 
and maximize stability of funds. Assets and liabilities are 
categorized into various time buckets based on their matur-
ities and Asset Liability Management Committee supervise 
an interest rate sensitivity report periodically for assess-
ment of interest rate risks. The Interest Rate Risk is miti-
gated by availing funds at very competitive rates through 
diversified borrowings and for different tenors.

3.20.9. Risk Based Pricing:
Company has set its benchmark lending rate band and all 
the loan products as per their perceived risk profiling are 
priced accordingly. The Rate offered for each category of 
customer is based on the asset they are taking, categorisa-
tion as per the credit policy etc.

Approved ROI and PF Matrix (Rate Card) also provides for 
concessions in the rate of interest to be charged to the cus-
tomer in wake of competition and market compulsions and 
hence has put in place rate approval matrix. It is prudent on 
the part of approval authorities to allow concessions in rate 
of interests on selective basis and strictly on merits. In case 
there is any policy deviation, for which a deviation matrix 
is prescribed in the Rate approval Matrix, the above-stated 
card rates are additionally loaded as risk adjusted loading. 
Therefore by virtue of its Company ensures uniform rates 
for all the loans with similar risk profile.

3.20.10 Prepayment risk:
Prepayment risk is the risk that the Company will incur a fi-
nancial loss because its customers and counterparties repay 
or request repayment earlier or later than expected, such as 
fixed rate loans like ours when interest rates fall.

3.20.11 Operational and business risk:
Operational risk is the risk of loss arising from systems fail-
ure, human error, fraud or external events. When controls 
fail to operate effectively, operational risks can cause dam-
age to reputation, have legal or regulatory implications, or 
lead to financial loss. The Company cannot expect to elimi-
nate all operational risks, but it endeavours to manage these 
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risks through a control framework and by monitoring and 
responding to potential risks. Controls include effective 
segregation of duties, access, authorisation and reconcilia-
tion procedures, staff education and assessment processes, 
such as the use of internal audit.

3.21. Disclosure with regard to dues to Mi-
cro Enterprises and Small Enterprises:
Based on the information available with the Company, 
none of the suppliers have confirmed to be registered under 
“The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development 
(‘MSMED’) Act, 2006”. Accordingly, no disclosures relating 
to principal amounts unpaid as at the period ended March

3.22. Segment reporting:

available. Further other business segments do not exceed 
the quantitative thresholds as defined by the Ind AS 108 on 
“Operating Segment”. Hence, there are no separate report-
able segments, as required by the Ind AS 108 on “Operating 
Segment”.
